MAINTAINING THE PLAY ENVIRONMENT

STATEMENT -

The play environment should be warm and welcoming to children, staff and parents. It should be safe and secure with space organised to meet their requirements and should be used appropriately to promote children’s development. We are committed to providing play environments which are tailored to the needs of the children who attend and are maintained to the highest standard.

AIMS -

· To provide a warm, friendly and welcoming environment.

· To ensure that the play environment is kept clean and tidy at all times.

· To ensure that the club is secure at all times.

· To ensure that all children are comfortable in their environment.

· To give children adequate space in which to play and develop.

· To organise space to ensure a variety of experiences which are appropriate to a range of children.

· To enable children to both participate in energetic activities and to relax according to their needs.

MEANS -

· By displaying positive images in the setting which are relevant to the local community and individuals using the club.
· By setting up rooms in advance for each activity.
· By displaying children’s work around the setting and regularly changing displays.
· By maintaining a notice board which is accessible to parents and provides information on the club, its staff and planned activities and events.
· By making each group responsible for tidying up after each session.
· By checking the setting thoroughly before each session to ensure it is clean and tidy and free from hazards.
· By using a separate secure entrance and answering the door promptly.
· By keeping temperatures at a comfortable level, especially during extremes of heat or cold.

· By enabling the children to have access to a variety of spaces and freedom to explore the building.

· By keeping excess noise levels to a minimum.

· By ensuring that all children have equal access to all facilities, activities and play opportunities, regardless of their age, gender or level of ability.
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
